BLock WATCH

There has been an increase in vandalism and crime throughout Gilbert Ranch including damage to walls,
playground equipment, landscape water valves and auto theft. Damage to the common area elements
greatly increases the Association’s expenses. If all residents are vigilant and report suspicious activity to
the police, it will be easier to stay within the Association’s budget, as well as keep our neighborhood

safer.
